Any passengers considered to be intoxicated or to have taken drugs will be asked to leave the boat
Smoking is allowed on the front deck only and this includes electronic cigarettes

Passengers are expected to show courtesy to crew members and to behave in an orderly manner

Bad language and abusive or anti-social behaviour will not be tolerated

Passengers must leave the boat if instructed to do so by the skipper

We shall not be liable for injury to any passenger whilst travelling on, embarking on, or disembarking from, our boat
or for loss of or damage to personal belongings unless such injury or loss arises due to our own negligence or that of
any of our volunteers.
